Social and Professional Accreditation of Educational Programmes 
In the current year the Accreditation Center carried out its activity within the following: 

- organization structure elaboration;

- educational programme accreditation;

- methodical work.

Organization structure elaboration
To increase the Accreditation Center performance level the following structure optimization was carried out:
 - specialists training commissions are abolished;

- the Accreditation Center distributed structure is elaborated and represented by regional departments.
 In October 2005, during visiting session of the Board of Rectors of Khabarovsk Region and Jew Autonomous Oblast, the presentation of the Regional Department of the Accreditation Center was held in Komsomolsk-on-Amur State Technical University.

The following results were obtained.
Educational programmes accreditation


14 educational programmes in 5 universities have been accredited: MSIREEA, KoASTU, MPEI, USATU, TPU.  Including 5 Bachelors’ programmes and 9 degreed specialists’ programmes.

10 educational programmes of 4 universities (including 4 Bachelors’ programmes and 6 degreed specialists’ programmes) were accredited in RAEE within the spring time 2005. 

Moscow State Institute of Radio Engineering, Electronics and Automation (Technical University)  (3 programmes - 210300 Robots and Robotic Systems  (Degreed Specialist ); 190700 Electro-optical Appliances and Systems (Degreed Specialist), 071800 Mechatronics (Degreed Specialist)); Moscow Power Engineering  Institute (MPEI, 1 programme - 551300 Electronic Equipment,  Electrical Engineering and Electrotechnics  (Bachelor)); Ufa State Aviation Technical University  (3 programmes - 553500 Environmental Protection, (Bachelor); 552800 Computers and Computer Science (Bachelor); 120800 Material Science in Mechanical Engineering  (Degreed Specialist)); Komsomolsk-on-Amur State Technical University (3 programmes - 140600 Electronic Equipment,  Electrical Engineering and Electrotechnics (Bachelor)); 140601 Electrical Engineering (Degreed Specialist); 140604 Electric Drive and Automatic Equipment of Industrial Plants and Technological Complexes (Degreed Specialist).

All the programmes are proposed to be accredited for five years.

In the autumn cycle, 2005, 4 educational programmes of 2 higher educational institutions were accredited in the RAEE, including one bachelor’s programme and three programmes for educating degreed specialists.

All the programmes are proposed to be accredited for five years.
The following five higher educational institutions have submitted the requests for  public-professional accreditation of 10 programmes during the spring cycle, 2006: Tambov State Technical University (3 programmes - 200503 Standardisation and Certification, 210200 Design and Electronic Instrumentation Technology and programmes for educating degreed specialists in accordance with programme line  140211 Electric Power Supply); Dagestan State Technical University (2 programmes  - 220201 Control and Computer Science in Technical Systems (Degreed Specialist); 270102 Industrial and Civil Engineering  (Degreed Specialist)); Norilsk Industrial Institute 270102 Industrial and Civil Engineering  (Degreed Specialist); Tyumen State Oil and Gas Institute  (3 programmes - 130504.65 Drilling of Oil and Gas Wells, 130503.65 Oil and Gas Fields Development and Exploitation, 130501.65 Design, Construction and Exploitation of Gas and Oil Pipelines and  Storages, Ufa State Technical University-programmes are being specified.

Methodical work
Within the framework of the EUR-ACE project, the Accreditation Centre has carried out the work on harmonising the criteria and the procedure of accreditation of educational programmes developed by the RAEE with the criteria and the procedure developed in the course of the project implementation.   

The project representatives from Romania and France attended the accreditation of programme 130100 at Tomsk Polytechnic University, while the RAEE members acted as observers in the accreditation of educational programmes in Ireland (The Cork Institute of Technology) (Prof. Yu. P. Pivorarov, TPU, Tomsk) and Turkey (Bilkent University) (Prof. S.I. Gerasimov, Siberian State University of Communication Lines, Novosibirsk).
